month osteoporosis medicine, Boniva and once-a-day asthma control medicine, Asmanex.  Diabetic drugs such as 

Byetta and Januvia, along with blood pressure drugs Hyzaar and Czaar have also been added to the formulary. 

As always, flu shots will be available at RAD provided our supply from our vendor arrives in time. Please note that at this 

time, there is no immunization specifically for the newest H1N1 virus. We will also provide the pneumonia vaccine at 

RAD.  The pneumonia vaccine is only needed once for those 65 years of age and older.  This immunization has the po-

tential to save your life so please plan to receive it if you haven’t already.  It’s also available at our Immunization Clinic, 

along with the shingles vaccine, Zostavax.  Zostavax is given to those 60 years and older who have a prescription. 

Please take the time to visit all of our displays and services here at Retiree Appreciation Day and consider our invitation 

for you to visit Ireland to enjoy our dining facility.  We have extended our services to include a delicious and nutritious 

Sunday Brunch that we believe will have you coming back for more. 

Lastly, please feel free to share your comments with me and my staff.  Your input, be it through word of mouth, the cus-

tomer scorecards or APLSS, helps us to continuously improve.

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The Fort Knox Veteran Service office is staffed by four volunteers who consider it their mission to assist veter-

ans and their survivors in obtaining the benefits that they have earned through service to our nation. 

We consider it an honor and a privilege to submit claims to the Department of Veterans Affairs on behalf of 

veterans and their survivors.  We also submit applications for Combat Related Special Compensation (CRSC) 

for all branches of the service. 

We are available at our office in Bldg 1373 Chaffee Avenue, across from One Stop, near the traffic circle, 

Monday through Thursday from 9:00a.m. to Noon.  Or you may contact us at (502) 624-4103.  We do not 

make appointments.  We operate on a walk-in basis, first come first served.  We recommend that you arrive 

by 9:00a.m. or shortly thereafter as our waiting room is frequently crowded by 10:00a.m.  We also insist that 

you arrive not later than 11:30 to be seen on that day.  We assisted 1392 people in 2008, and have assisted 

572 people to date in 2009.  If you are in need of assistance with a claim to the Department of Veterans Af-

fairs or applying for CRSC we would consider it an honor to assist you.  KDVA Field Representative, Mr. Frank 

Niederriter, is also available to assist with VA issues.

* Eligible retirees and spouses under 65 with certain medical conditions (chronic cardiovascular disease, chronic pulmo-
nary disease, diabetes, alcoholism, cirrhosis, cerebrospinal fluid leaks, asplenia, immunosuppressive conditions, immu-
nosuppressive chemotherapy, organ/bone marrow transplantation, renal failure or nephritic syndrome, or candi-
date/recipient of cochlear implant ) may also receive the pneumonia shot.  Other eligible retirees and spouses under 65 
years of age requesting the pneumonia shot will need a written prescription from their healthcare provider.  

C O N G R E S S  E X PA N D S  C R S C  E L I G I B I L I T Y  

Congress has extended eligibility for Combat Related Special Compensation (CRSC) to include any military 

retirees with combat-related disabilities whose retired pay is reduced by their VA disability compensation, 

even if they served fewer than 20 years.  The FY 2009 National Defense Authorization Act added retirees 

who served fewer than 20 years, retired, and have combat-related disabilities to those eligible for CRSC.  

This law change went into effect Jan 1, 2009.  To apply for CRSC, retirees must still provide documentation 

that shows a casual link between a current VA disability and a combat-related event.  The program has a 

new updated claim form, DD 2860 dated April 2009.  All previous editions are obsolete.  The new claim 

form, specific eligibility requirements and CRSC tools can be found at http://www.crsc.army/mil.  You can 

also contact CRSC at 1-866-281-3254.

In order to make changes to your retired pay, print your 1099R and Retiree Account Statements you can log 

onto https://mypay.dfas.mil/mypay.aspx.  If you do not already have a MyPay account, click to request a new 

PIN number and one will be mailed to you in 7 to 10 days.  Once you receive your temporary PIN number you 

can log in and change your PIN to a number you choose.  MyPay makes it easy for you to view and make 

changes to your retired pay account without making a phone call or mailing in request forms. 

A P P R O A C H I N G  6 5 ?  T A K E  S T E P S  T O  S T A Y  T R I C A R E  E L I G I B L E  

TRICARE beneficiaries who are turning 65 and are eligible for Medicare Part A must also enroll in and pay for 

Medicare Part B to remain eligible for TRICARE benefits, even if they live outside of the United States.  The 

exception is when the beneficiary is enrolled in the US Family Health Plan (http://www.usfhp.org).  Visit 

http://www.tricare.mil/mybenefit/home/overview/Eligibility/WhoIsEligible/MedicareBeneficiaries to learn 

more about eligibility.   

Beneficiaries should apply for Medicare benefits three to four months prior to turning 65.  Timely enrollment 

allows beneficiaries to avoid the Medicare Part B surcharge for late enrollment which amounts to 10 percent 

for each 12-month period eligible for but not enrolled in Part B.  To sign up for Medicare benefits call the 

Social Security Administration at  1-800-772-1213, or visit your local Social Security office.
